Bug Day at the Cradle of Forestry

Pisgah National Forest, NC . . . The Cradle of Forestry Historic Site invites kids of all
ages to come learn about the bugs of Pisgah National Forest on Saturday, June 10™
from 11:00 a.m.- 4:00 p.m. This event will be held in and around the Forest Discovery
Center at the Cradle of Forestry. Activities include a hands-on table, guided bug hunts,
bug activities and a program on the hemlock woolly adelgid.

At 11:00 a.m. and again at 3:00 p.m. visitors may go on a guided bug hunt with a
ranger. This will be a hike out into the woods and streams around the Cradle of Forestry
to hunt for bugs in their natural habitat. At 1:00 p.m. Wess Klunk from Clemson
University will present a power point program on the hemlock woolly adelgid and what is
being done to combat it.
