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Formatting
1.1 Introduction

We ask that you follow the guidelines below for papers in CSCI 179. Many of these guidelines are from the Association of Computing Machinery (ACM) Proceedings Format [6].

1.2 Page Size

All material on each page should fit within a rectangle of 18 x 23.5 cm (7" x 9.25"), centered on the page, beginning 2.54 cm (1") from the top of the page and ending with 2.54 cm (1") from the bottom.  The right and left margins should be 1.9 cm (.75”).  

1.3 Typeset Type

1.3.1  Normal or Body Text

Please use a 12-point Times Roman typeface. Please use sans-serif or fixed width typefaces only for special purposes, such as distinguishing source code text. On a Macintosh, use Times.  Right margins should be justified, not ragged.  Text should have line spacing of 1.5.

1.3.2 Title and Authors

The title (Helvetica 16-point bold), authors' names and email address (Helvetica 14-point) are centered across the full width of the page. 

1.3.3  Subsequent Pages

For pages other than the first page, start at the top of the page.

1.3.4 References and Citations

Footnotes should be Times New Roman 12-point, and justified to the full width of the column.

Use the standard Communications of the ACM format for references – that is, a numbered list at the end of the article, ordered alphabetically by first author, and referenced by numbers in brackets [1]. See the examples of citations at the end of this document. Use the style named references for the text of your citation.

The references are also in 12 pt., but that section (see Section 1.7) is ragged right. References should be published materials accessible to the public. Private communications should be acknowledged, not referenced  (e.g., “[Robertson, personal communication]”).[image: image1.png]Combined Virtual Mall
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1.4 Figures/Captions

Place Tables/Figures/Images in text as close to the reference as possible (see Figure 1).  Captions should be Times New Roman 12-point bold.  They should be numbered (e.g., “Table 1” or “Figure 2”), please note that the word for Table and Figure are spelled out. Figure’s captions should be centered beneath the image or picture, and Table captions should be centered above the table body.

1.5 Sections

The heading of a section should be in Times New Roman 14-point bold in all-capitals flush left with additional white space above the section head.  Sections and subsequent sub-sections should be numbered and flush left. For a section head and a subsection head together use no additional space above the subsection head.

1.5.1  Subsections

The heading of subsections should be in Times New Roman 12-point bold with only the initial letters capitalized. (Note: For subsections and subsubsections, a word like the or a is not capitalized unless it is the first word of the header.)

1.5.1.1  Subsubsections

The heading for subsubsections should be in Times New Roman 12-point italic with initial letters capitalized and 6-points of white space above the subsubsection head.

1.5.1.2 Subsubsections

The heading for subsubsections should be in Times New Roman 12-point italic with initial letters capitalized.
