RFID Middleware
In our project, the RFID middleware updates the browser display to correspond to the tag that a user scans.   The middleware must use the Sirit SDK to interface with the tag reader; it must also interface with the browser.  A proof-of-concept middleware program has been provided in the “hidden” directory.  While that program demonstrates one method of linking the browser display to the output of the tag scanner, it does not provide all of the features desired in our tour.  Your job is to create the middleware needed for our tour.  You may extend and modify the existing middleware program to accomplish this task, or you may take an entirely different approach to establishing communication between the browser and the scanner.  Originality will be rewarded.
Your middleware application should have the following features:

· Some provision for starting the tour.

· Easy scan initiation and termination.
· Some feedback for indicating a “good” scan.

· A lookup table or equivalent method of mapping tag IDs to URLs.
· A user interface suitable for inexperienced users working outdoors.

· CAB deployment to the PPC.
