Note: Sheet metal thickness is specified by its gauge.  The larger the gauge number, the thinner the sheet.  Each tool is rated for a maximum sheet thickness or gauge---do not exceed that rating when working with steel.  If you use aluminum, you can use a much thicker piece of metal because aluminum is softer than steel.
