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How does emergency management work from the federal government, state government, local governments, and especially to the individual person and family?  Emergency management is not just about responding to presidential declared disasters.  Rather, it is a way of life—it requires a great deal of planning at all levels. 
Robert Griffin will give you an appreciation for the planning side of management-- from the point of view of FEMA, state, county and local response and recovery.  He will discuss recent disasters such as the floods of 2004, the 1993 winter storm, the Beacon Plant fire, and the largest fire in Asheville’s history—the Cotton Mill fire.
